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Command Sgt. Maj. Wylie G. Hutchison entered the U.S. Army from Los Angeles, as an 

airborne infantryman in August 1989. He attended Basic Training and Basic Airborne Course at 

Fort Benning, Ga. 

During his tenure in the U.S. Army, Command Sgt. Maj. Hutchison has served in every enlisted 

position in the infantry, from rifleman to command sergeant major. Moreover, Command Sgt. 

Maj. Hutchison has served in several of these duty positions in a forward deployed or combat 

zone.
