HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUSE WASTE COLLECTION EVENTS

To help assist parents in keeping their children safe during the summer, to advertise our recycling
program, and help reduce the materials going into the landfill. The Environmental Division has started a

new program that will make it easier for Fort Riley tenants to properly turn in Household Hazardous
Waste free of charge.

Pollution Prevention Branch, of the
Environmental Division has developed a trailer
that travels to each one of the Housing
Community Center. There is no limit of
Household Hazardous Waste and Recyclable
Materials tenants can turn-in. (In accordance
with federal laws, some materials that are
turned-in can also be re-issued to other
customers upon request.

The Pollution Prevention Branch will conduct its first mobile “Household Hazardous Waste Collection
Event” for 2015 at the main Post Exchange on April 18, 2015. For the month of June 2015, the
Household Hazardous Waste collection trailer was set up twice a week at pre-determined community

centers for collections. Future collection events will be posted in the Fort Riley News Paper and Picerne
News Letter.

Materials that have been turned-in included: Household products, Paints, florescent lights, used oil, car
wax, car cleaners, cell phones, assorted batteries, car batteries, recyclable materials i.e.; card board
aluminum cans plastics to name a few. Surveys were also given to be filled out by patrons to determine
if this program can be useful in the future and how often it would be needed.
