The decision to separate from the Army
leaves Service Members with plenty of
guestions and concerns. The most urgent
question is “How will | support myself/my family
in the civilian world?” In today’s economic
environment, access to job opportunities and
the ability to connect to potential employers
and resources are valid concerns for
separating Service Members especially for those who are unable to visit SFL-TAP
Centers.

The Army has responded to these concerns
by developing and marketing its virtual capability.
Virtual venues facilitate the relationship between
job seekers and prospective employers through
automated means. While there a variety of
connection methods and resources available,
virtual emphasizes the most reliable/secure one
that provides the greatest employment opportunity

for the job seeker.

Soldiers may also participate in the SFL-TAP Virtual Center online, where they can
receive all the transition and education services that a brick-and-mortar SFL-TAP Center
provides.

Transition Overview, Military Occupation Codes (MOC) Crosswalk, Military Family
Concerns, Value of a Mentor/Special Issues and Individual Transition Plan (ITP) Review.
