The services we
provide include state-of-the-art Workforce or One-Stop Centers, retraining services for laid-off workers,
direct job placement and job training opportunities. Our Resource Centers are filled with excellent
resources that will help you research, prepare, find and keep a good job as we assist in upgrading your
skills.

Retraining

Heartland Works may assist individuals in training for a new occupation or assist in upgrading skills to
enhance employability. Two kinds of training assistance are available:

1. Classroom Training — Heartland Works can assist with the costs of books and tuition at an
educational institution. Limited funds are available to help with transportation and child-care costs.
Training assistance is generally limited to one year and must be occupationally oriented. Persons
participating in classroom training are able to receive unemployment insurance benefits during a
portion of training.

2. On-the-Job Training — Heartland Works can reimburse employers the costs of training eligible
employees without experience while on the job. Employers may be reimbursed up to 50% of the
wages during the specified training period. The trainee cannot have been on the employer's
payroll prior to entering into an OJT contract and the job must be a permanent position.

Relocation

Heartland Works may assist dislocated workers with moving expenses for those who have a bonafide job
offer, which necessitates moving. We can provide $.25 per mile, not to exceed $300, plus $500 to cover
other relocation expenses. Maximum reimbursement is $800. Receipts must be provided for moving
expenses.
