In 2012, he was assigned to the 555th EN BDE Headquarters as the Brigade Operations Officer for Joint Task Force Triple Nickel, which served as the Theater Engineer Brigade in Afghanistan in 2013.  Upon return he was assigned as the Brigade Executive Officer. 
LTC Bullock is a graduate of the Engineer Officer Basic and Advanced Courses, Airborne and Air Assault Schools, and the Command and General Staff School and the School of Advanced Military Studies.  He holds a Bachelor of Science in Mechanical Engineering from the United States Military Academy, a Masters of Science in Civil Engineering from the Missouri University of Science and Technology and a Masters of Military and Strategic Studies from the Command and General Staff College.
His awards and decorations include the Bronze Star (2), the Defense Meritorious Service Medal, the Army Meritorious Service Medal (3), the Army Commendation Medal (2), the Army Achievement Medal (3), the NATO Medal, the Kosovo, Iraq (2), and Afghanistan Campaign Medals, the Joint Meritorious Unit Award, Valorous Unit Award (2), the Meritorious Unit Commendation, Army Superior Unit Award, and the Combat Action Badge.
