LTC Tenpenny’s Key & Developmental job as a major was as the S3 for 3-227 Assault Helicopter Battalion, 1CD, which included a deployment to Iraq for OIF 09-10. LTC Tenpenny and his family arrived at Fort Riley, KS after serving as Professor of Military Science at Truman State University in Kirksville, MO.
