Participants are encouraged to increase their fluid intake the day of the event. “It will limit your reactions to giving blood, because if you're
dehydrated and you’re giving blood, you get pale-faced and people (may) faint ... That’s why that extra fluid will help you get through the
process better,” Westbrook said. The Red Cross also does everything latex free, for those who may be concerned about allergic reactions. Those
interested can learn more about eligibility for donating blood by calling 866-236-3276.
