*       Everyday 115 people are killed in traffic mishaps (that's like a DC-9 crashing 
everyday!)

*       Everyday 1 person dies in a traffic mishap every 13 minutes

*       Everyday 70 males, 35 females and 10 children are killed in vehicle mishaps

*       Everyday the economic cost to society is $414 million dollars ($95 million in 
fatalities, $214 million in injuries and $105 million in property damage)

*       Annually the leading cause of death for persons from ages 5-27 years old is motor 
vehicle accidents

*       Annually alcohol-related fatalities amounted to 17, 274 persons

*       Annually some 42, 907 persons die in vehicle accidents...1 every 13 minutes

*       Annually economic cost to society from motor vehicle accidents is $150.5 billion 
dollars
